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Abstract :

With the entry of the Persian occupation into the

country, some kings adopted a policy of religious
tolerance towards the Egyptian gods, At the beginning of the
reign of Cambyses, he showed respect for the Egyptian
religion, as he restored and repaired Egyptian temples, such
as the Neat Temple, Cambyses also made a granite
sarcophagus as a monument to Apis calf, Cambyses lost his
mind after the failure of Cambyses' campaigns, so he
showed his anger towards the Egyptian religion and people,
and this is confirmed by the disappearance of the stone
slabs during his reign, which indicated royal generosity
towards the temples, and he also reduced the financial
resources of most temples.

King Darius performed many religious rituals to win the
hearts of the Egyptians, such as making offerings to the
gods, Darius renovated and restored the temples, such as
the Osiris Temple, the Ghouita Palace Temple, and the
Habes Temple, He also abolished the bad laws of
Cambyses with regard to temples, Darius restored the
priests' rights, announced a reward for anyone who
discovered the new Apis, and commissioned Wegahorsent

to repair the House of Life in Sais, The statue of Darius in
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Susa has been linked to the worship of Atum in Heliopolis
because it was carved in front of the Temple of Atum, The
successors of Darius confiscated the property of the
temples, so it can be said that the Egyptian temples suffered
from economic hardship under the Achaemenid rule.

During the era of the late national dynasties, the
country's wealth poured into the temples as a thanksgiving
to the gods and His pleasure to the priests, but that was
beyond Egypt's economic capacity, In the era of the second
Persian occupation, the country was subjected to looting and
plundering of temples and insulting the Egyptian religion.

The Persians in Egypt were influenced by the Egyptian
religion and worshiped the Egyptian gods as a god pess,
For example Ahmose the Persian played a major role during
the burial of Apis, The Persian administrators also made
Persian invocations to the Egyptian gods, such as Atiawahi
and Aria Ariaurata, But the Egyptians themselves were not
affected to a large extent by the Persians, which made the
Persians respect the Egyptian religion.
