The United States worked to pay attention to the Middle East
and Jordan in particular. Jordan’s interest in its connection to
one of the two great powers, Britain and the United States,
resulted in Jordan not controlling its political decisions on its
own. The United States focused its attention on Jordan because
it considered Jordan the most important country in the region for
maintaining Israel’s security. The United States’ interest in
Jordan was for two main goals: the first goal, which is the
security and strategic goal, which is represented by the
presence of oil, although Jordan does not have oil on its
territory, but it was considered the main route for oil to enter
Israel, and the second goal, which is the geographical goal, as
Jordan was considered a dividing line between conflicting
countries, which is Arab countries and Israel, so Jordan was the

most important country for the United States in the region.
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
